INT. ANOTHER HALLWAY – DAY

B strolls down the hall, hands in pockets, not a care in the world. He whistles to himself.

INT. HALLWAY – CONTINUOUS

A looks over his shoulder as he continues to walk quickly down the hallway. He stops to check his watch.

INT. ANOTHER HALLWAY – CONTINUOUS

B stops to tie his shoe.

A comes from around the corner, sweat covering his brow. He stops, looks at the box, and then to B.

B does not seem to notice A; he rises from tying his shoe and surveys A, who stands before him.

A shifts his weight back and forth.
